PREPARE YOUR CHILD TO GO BACK TO SCHOOL WITH REQUIRED IMMUNIZATIONS AND PHYSICALS

Among the flurry of back-to-school activities such as clothes shopping, carpooling to tryouts and getting organized for 
orientations, there is one school supply children cannot go without, vaccinations. In Texas, the law requires a certain 
number of doses of mandated vaccines before the first day of classes. 

The vaccines often required for school entrance include diphtheria, tetanus, pertussis, chickenpox, measles, mumps, 
and rubella. With the first day of class just weeks away, parents are preparing their children, teens and college-bound 
students for immunizations. Many parents are concerned about their children going to school and possibly catching 
something from another student who didnôt get their immunizations. Vaccinations help prevent diseases that, if left 
untreated, can lead to serious health problems.  

In addition to immunizations, students participating in athletics or other extra-curricular activities may be required to 
have a physical examination. A good school physical should include both a medical history and a physical examination 
to ensure early detection of any health-related issues. The American Academy of Pediatrics recommends an annual 
physical for children through the age of six and then every other year, resuming an annual exam during middle school 
and teen years.  

Often overlooked as just a part of being a teenager is a problem with acne. If your teenager suffers from acne, getting 
help during the summer months may help clear up the condition before the start of the school year.  Acne is often a 
self-esteem issue for many teenagers, and having a poor complexion oftentimes inhibits their social interactions and 
participations in school activities. Teens suffering from acne should have their condition evaluated. Treatment may 
include a prescription or be as simple as an over-the-counter medication.
