Chamber Director Awarded Scholarship 

Kyle Area Chamber of Commerce (KACC) Executive Director Ray Hernandez has been awarded the 
Regents Scholarship by the U.S. Chamber of Commerce‟s Institute for Organization Management (IOM). 

Hernandez will attend a five-day session at Loyola Marymount University in Los Angeles this summer to 
complete a four-year curriculum for IOM recognition in nonprofit management. All credit hours Hernandez 
earns through the institute can be applied towards Certified Chamber Executive (CCE) or Certified 
Association Executive (CAE) certification. 

“We are delighted to award these aspiring professionals with scholarships to help their careers and 
organizations,” said IOM trustees chair Russell C. Salzman. “These individuals are dedicated to the industry 
and make a positive contribution to their organizations and communities.” 

The scholarship has been awarded to 74 persons from across the country who are recognized by the IOM 
for their professional backgrounds and their involvement in industry professional organizations and 
community service. 

The institute is a four-year program held at five university locations each year. Most participants attend the 
one-week sessions at the same site each year, building valuable relationships and creating networks of idea 
sharing. The institute said it seeks to help chamber, association and nonprofit executives build stronger 
organizations, better serve their members, and build stronger communities. 

“This award is a testament to the hard work and vision of the board of directors, volunteers and staff who 
have supported me as we tell the great story that is „Kyle, Texas – Simply Charming,‟”" Hernandez said. “I 
look forward to utilizing the tools and relationships I have built over these last few years in continuing to 
make the Kyle area chamber a great professional organization.”

USDA Renewable Energy Program to Benefit Local Farmers, Ranchers and Rural Small Businesses 

Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack announced today that USDA Rural Development is seeking applicants interested 

in increasing the production and use of renewable energy sources.  Funding is available from the USDA Rural 

Development Rural Energy for America Program (REAP) authorized by the Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 

2008. 

“This funding will help spur investments in technologies that will reduce reliance on fossil fuels, conserve natural 

resources and help build a sustained renewable energy industry in rural America,” Vilsack said. “Support provided by 

USDA through these programs will not only benefit the environment, it will create green jobs and help America 

become more energy self-sufficient.”     

Eligible projects include installing renewable energy systems such as wind turbines, solar, geothermal, biomass, 

anaerobic digesters, hydroelectric, and ocean or hydrogen systems.  Funding may also be used to purchase energy-

efficient equipment, add insulation, and improve heating and cooling systems.  In fiscal year 2009, this program 

helped fund 1,485 REAP projects in 50 states, the commonwealth of Puerto Rico and the Western Pacific Islands. 

The program is designed to assist farmers, ranchers and rural small businesses that are able to demonstrate financial 

need. All agricultural producers, including farmers and ranchers, who gain 50% or more of their gross income from 

the agricultural operations are eligible. Small businesses that are located in a rural area can also apply. Rural electric 

cooperatives may also be eligible to apply.  Typically eligible businesses have less than 500 employees and revenue of 

less than $6.5 million.  

Grants are awarded on a competitive basis and can be up to 25% of total eligible project costs. Grants are limited to 

$500,000 for renewable energy systems and $250,000 for energy efficiency improvements. Requests as low as $2,500 

for renewable energy systems and $1,500 for energy efficiency improvements will be considered.  

USDA Rural Development will accept applications for Rural Energy for America Program (REAP) grants and loans 

until 4:30pm CST on June 30, 2010.  All applications should be mailed to Business Programs, 101 S Main St, Suite 

102, Temple, TX 76501.
