efault.aspx.   HIGHWAY FRONTAGE ROADS 

CONVERT TO ONE-WAY 
The Texas Department of Transportation has announced that 

the I-35 frontage roads in Buda and Kyle from just north of 

FM 1626 to FM 2001 will be converted to one-way beginning 

May 4. 

TxDOT has moved up its plan to convert these roads to one 

way to facilitate improvements already in progress. Those 

improvements include a new bridge with separate turnaround 

lanes to carry Kyle Crossing (CR 210) over I-35 and completing 

gaps in the existing frontage roads between Kyle Crossing, Kyle 

Parkway and FM 150 (downtown Kyle). Also underway are 

improvements to Overpass Road and FM 2001 in Buda as well 

as a realignment of FM 150 east of I-35. 

Drivers are advised that parts of the access roads will be 

reduced to one lane to accommodate equipment used for the 

bridge construction and extra time should be given if you will 

be using the construction area for travel.  

In November 2008 Hays County voters approved a 

proposition to issue $207 million in Hays County road bonds 

for roadway safety and mobility improvements across the 

county. TxDOT will reimburse the County some of the costs 

to the projects above through the TxDOT Pass-Through 

Funding Program. The City of Kyle contributed $11 million 

toward the project.  

The frontage roads south of Kyle Parkway will be converted to 

one-way in 2011.

Tax law changes 

As a result of changes made by the recently enacted Affordable Care Act, 

health coverage provided for an employee's children under 27 years of 

age is now generally tax-free to the employee, effective March 30, 2010. 

The Internal Revenue Service announced today that these changes 

immediately allow employers with cafeteria plans ïï plans that allow 

employees to choose from a menu of tax-free benefit options and cash or 

taxable benefits ïï to permit employees to begin making pre-tax 

contributions to pay for this expanded benefit.  This expanded health care 

tax benefit applies to various workplace and retiree health plans. It also 

applies to self-employed individuals who qualify for the self-employed 

health insurance deduction on their federal income tax return. 

Employees who have children who will not have reached age 27 by the end of the year are eligible for the new tax 

benefit from March 30, 2010, forward, if the children are already covered under the employerôs plan or are added to the 

employerôs plan at any time. For this purpose, a child includes a son, daughter, stepchild, adopted child or eligible foster 

child. This new age 27 standard replaces the lower age limits that applied under prior tax law, as well as the requirement 

that a child generally qualify as a dependent for tax purposes.
