Commissioner Doug Shulman said. ñThere is no secret trick that can eliminate a 
personôs tax obligations.  People should be wary of anyone peddling any of these 
scams.ò  Tax schemes are illegal and can lead to problems for both scam artists 
and taxpayers who risk significant penalties, interest and possible criminal 
prosecution.  The IRS urges taxpayers to avoid these common schemes: 

 Phishing 

 Hiding Income Offshore 

 Filing False or Misleading Forms 

 Abuse of Charitable Organizations and Deductions 

 Return Preparer Fraud 

 Frivolous Arguments 

 False Claims for Refund and Requests for Abatement
