City of Kyle Budget Shows I nvestment i

Kyle, Texasi The City of Kyle spent most of the last decade as one of the fastest growing cities in Texas. As the population
grew, so did the need for services and facilities, including a new City Hall, Fire Station, vastly improved transportation, and
new City staff. Now the City is at a critical point in that growth where paying for the investments will cause property tax rates
to increase over the next two years before seeing a projected downward trend as the investments begin to pay off.

The proposed tax rate for the 2009-2010 budget year is set at $0.4960 per $100 of valuation. This is up from the current rate of
$0.3731 per $100 of valuation and sets the stage for a possible increase to as much as $0.70 for next year before the tax rate
begins to go down again.
