American Opportunity Credit  
  

Under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), more 

parents and students will qualify over the next two years for a tax 

credit, the American Opportunity Credit, to pay for college expenses. 

The American Opportunity Credit is not available on the 2008 returns 

taxpayers are filing during 2009. The new credit modifies the existing 

Hope Credit for tax years 2009 and 2010, making the Hope Credit 

available to a broader range of taxpayers, including many with higher 

incomes and those who owe no tax. It also adds required course 

materials to the list of qualifying expenses and allows the credit to be 

claimed for four post-secondary education years instead of two. Many 

of those eligible will qualify for the maximum annual credit of $2,500 

per student. 

The full credit is available to individuals whose modified adjusted 

gross income is $80,000 or less, or $160,000 or less for married 

couples filing a joint return. The credit is phased out for taxpayers 

with incomes above these levels. These income limits are higher than 

under the existing Hope and Lifetime Learning Credits.

St. Stephen's Episcopal Church Collects Food for 
Local Food Pantries  

The shelves are almost bare at the Crisis Bread Basket and 
the Hays County Food Bank. St. Step hen's Episcopal Church 
will partner with these local hunger agencies to conduct a 
food drive on Saturday, August 29, in Wimberley, Kyle, and 
surrounding communities. Specially -marked grocery bags 
will be delivered to local neighborhoods with instructions t o 
fill them with non -perishable items. The bags will be 
collected on Saturday, August 29.  

Residents outside of targeted neighborhoods can still participate in the food drive. In Wimberley, food can also be dropped o ff 
at Brookshire Brothers on Saturday, A ugust 29. In San Marcos, food can be purchased and placed in barrels at the two H -E-B 
grocery stores.  The Hays County Food Bank serves approximately 110 families each week at two locations in Kyle.  

Since 1984, The Hays County Food Bank has served seniors , children, low income families, the sick and disabled, and folks 
suffering from hard times. Last year, they distributed more than half a million pounds of food through 50 partner agencies an d at 
public distributions in San Marcos, Kyle, Buda, and outlying  areas of Hays County.    

Every seven weeks, members of the St. Stephen's congregation complete volunteer service projects that help their neighbors in  
need. Some of their projects have included Hurricane Ike relief, adaptations to a home for an elderly per son, installation of a 
playground and construction on a house for a family of ten. The church's Jubilee Outreach volunteers range in age from 7 to 7 0 
and work together to give back to the community.
