Xtreme Power to move Forward 

with Manufacturing Plant

The Michigan Senate last Thursday approved tax 

credits that will allow two companies, including one 

based here in Central Texas, to turn a former auto plant 

into an alternative energy manufacturing facility. 

Ford Motor Co. announced on Thursday that Xtreme 

Power based in Hays County and Clairvoyant Energy 

of Santa Barbara, Calif., will move forward with plans 

to redevelop the car company's idled Wixom Assembly 

Plant outside Detroit, creating a large renewable energy 

park. 

Together the two say they will invest $725 million to 

create 4,300 jobs there--about 4,000 of those jobs 

would come from Xtreme Power alone. 

It would probably be 2011 before the revamped plant is 

up and running. 

Xtreme develops batteries, electronics and control 

systems comprising hardware and software. Its initial 

projects involve storing electricity generated by wind 

turbines. The company has roughly 100 employees and 

has collected a total of more than $20 million since its 

launch in 2004.
